A group of 14 AS Physics students went to a Nuclear Astrophysicsmaster class at theUniversity of York. Students
attended lectures by expert speakers on cutting edge research and completed workshops on nuclear reactions in
stars. We hope that this will spark an interest to pursue these subjects beyond A level and inspire the next
generation of Cosmologists.

A team from Bradford University delivered a workshop on Tuesday 4th Julyto Y12 all about spectroscopy. Students

gained hands on experience of serial dilutions using a UV spectrometer and seeing the use of NMR spectrometer.

Which subjects can give me the most options at University?

Many courses at university level build on knowledge and skills which you will gain while still at school.

Where this is the case, universities need to make sure that afittiaents they admit have prepared themselves
in the best way to cope with their chosen course. For this reason, some university courses may require you to
have studied a specific subject prior to entry, others may not. However, there are some subjectethequired
more often than others. These subjects are sometimes referred to as facilitating subjects.

Subjects that can be viewed as facilitating subjects are:
e Mathematics and Further Mathemati cs

e English Literature

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e« Biology

Chemistry

Geography

e History

Languages (Classical and Modern)

You don’t necessarily need to have studied three facilitating subjects at A-level. Some courses require one or
two facilitating subjects, whilst for other courses there are no specific subject requirements.

If you don’t know what you want to study then it’s a really good rule of thumb that taking two facilitating
subjects will keep a wide range of degree courses open to you.
